Read: Mark 9 2 9

Transfiguration Sunday serves:as a bridge between Ep:phany and Lent. Epiphany includes many
stories revealing who Yesus is through his teachings and miracles, Lent is the season that
reflects on being a follower who is true to Jesus as Savior and Lord. The fransfiguration story in
Mark 2 comes amid three accounts-oflesus’ suffering and death (Mark 8:31-33, 9:30-32, and
10:32-34). The transfiguration story ends by pointing to Jesus rising from the dead. On the
mountain, Elijah and Moses.appear with Jesus. This is a scene that perceives the end of history
when Elijah and Moses were expected-to return. It is a defining moment for Jesus. Peter,
lames, and John were terrified, and Peter spoke but did not really know what to say. The
disciples were to be silent and listen to Jesus. When we think of Jesus’ journey to the cross, we,
too, as Jesus’ disciples are asked to reflect, listen, and humbly grow in cur understanding of
who Jesus is as the Son of God and the Beloved.

Discuss: How do you think the transfiguration of Jesus made a difference for Peter, Jamas, and
John?

Pray: Ever-present God, help us to see and trust ‘that your saving work is with us so that we
may not fear, complam, or forget your goodnéss to us through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
